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Pannone Lopes Devereaux & West Attorney Matthew Feher to speak on
Massachusetts affordable housing policy at municipal organization meeting

“The potential repeal of Chapter 40B raises many questions and concerns among
municipal authorities across the Commonwealth,” said Feher. “l am pleased to participate in
this forum to provide municipal leaders with information on the statute as part of their
deliberations and preparation for decision-making following the outcome of the November
vote, and for future planning purposes.” Mr. Feher is considered a subject matter expert on
Massachusetts’ affordable housing legislation and legal matters and served on former Governor
Mitt Romney’s Chapter 40B Reform Task Force.
